The aim of the course is to provide coaches with the ability to coach participants in the sport of Judo in a safe,
enjoyable, and progressive way.

The 1JA Sport Ireland Level One Coaching course has a blended learning approach with some course content
being delivered online through Moodle while other areas of the course are delivered on the mat and in a
classroom environment.
